Example 1

Questions:

2. Who and what influenced Mr. Lee that he’s willing to sell his congee to elderlies at half price?  When did he start giving out “Free Congee”?

3. Did “Free Congee” need a price?  Why did he persist to continue?

4. Why was the business of the congee shop increased during the economic crisis?

Example 2

Good morning fellow schoolmates,

Today, I am going to share with you a true story about a good person and his/her good deeds.

(B) Students witnessed the ugliness of war and promised to use peaceful ways to resolve disputes / problems 
In 2008, Hong Kong Red Cross organized a meaningful trip for Hong Kong’s primary and secondary school students to Korea.  They visited the ex-battle field in Korea and realized the importance of peace.  Some primary school students visited the torture room to understand how the revolutionists were being tortured.  They realized that violence could not resolve problems and they became more aware of the happiness of living in a peaceful era. 

A P.6 student, Ho, alleged that after visiting the torture room and knowing the cruel treatment of the captives like using a bamboo splint to penetrate into fingers of the captives, hanging them upside down and filling the captive’s body with water, she wished that there would not be wars again.  She was aware that she should treasure what she was possessing at present.

In discussion with the students on the issue of school bullying, some hesitated to respond due to fear of being reprimanded. Questions:

3. Reflection question: If you get furious with something or someone, how would you handle in a positive way other than using violence, i.e. fighting and damaging things?  Please illustrate.
