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Applied Learning (ApL) is a valued senior secondary elective subject
which complements other senior secondary subjects to form a
flexible subject combination that helps enrich students’ subject
choices and cater for learner diversity, providing broad and balanced
learning experiences for students. ApL focuses on practical learning
elements linked to broad professional and vocational fields with dual
emphasis on theory and practice. It develops students’ knowledge,
generic skills, proper values and attitudes through simulated or
authentic contexts, as well as enhances students’ understanding of
vocational and professional education and training (VPET), preparing
them for further studies and work in future.

Regarding the 2025-27 cohort, i.e. the cohort of students sitting the
2027 HKDSE, EDB has already approved the offer of a total of 55 ApL
courses to schools and students, including one pilot ApL course,
three ApL (Vocational English)(ApL(VocE)) and three ApL Chinese (for
non-Chinese speaking students) (ApL(C)) courses.
