* Each entry should be accompanied with a designer statement of no more
than 100 words (in either Chinese or English), explaining the concept and
message conveyed by the work.

* Participants should be full-time secondary students in Hong Kong.

* Each participant can submit only ONE entry, and should be the original
and unpublished work of the participant.

* All entries should be submitted through the school of the participants.

* All entries should be individual work, group works are not accepted.

*  All original work of entries will not be returned.

 Late submission or entries with incomplete information will NOT be
accepted.

* The judging panel comprises representatives of the EDB, HKPM and
professional designers.
*  Selection criteria include:
(i) correspondence to the theme,
(i) correspondence to the functions (Applicable only to the final
adjudication),
(i) communication,
(iv) aesthetic / visual appeal,
(v) creativity and originality, and
(vi) overall presentation.
* Decision made by the judging panel shall be final, any objection to the
results and awards of the competition will not be accepted.
