	Designing a differentiated curriculum by developing learning and teaching materials to stretch the potentials of KS2 students

· More able learners: designing open-ended tasks to allow greater flexibility and autonomy for the more able learners, e.g. RAFT, self-directed learning;

· Average and less able learners: providing appropriate scaffolding, e.g. vocabulary building, generating ideas, introducing language structures


	· Catering of diverse learning style (visual, auditory and kinaesthetic) by designing a variety of learning activities, e.g. graphic oganisers for visual learners; group / pair work for auditory learners; running dictation and role play for kinaesthetic learners;
· Promoting peer learning through cooperative learning strategies;
· Making use of on-going assessment to cater for learner diversity by giving constructive feedback and using self-assessment tools; 

· Maximising the effectiveness of small-class teaching in the less-able and remedial class by improving the design of learning activities and questioning and feedback techniques, e.g. T-S conferencing, self-learning.

	Integrating e-learning and authentic resources to supplement the textbook materials:
· More able learners: aiming at achieving smooth interface from KS2 – KS3 and widening exposure to e-learning and authentic resources to promote self-learning;
· Average / less able learners: achieving basic competency by providing appropriate scaffolding  and making adaptations to the learning materials;
· Remedial class learners: consolidating the learning of target vocabulary and language structures through the use of e-learning resources (e.g. phonics skills, online reading, language practice) and making adaptations to the learning materials.
	· Enhancing teachers’ role in promoting e-learning and self-learning: exploring different modes of using the materials,  and monitoring the pace and depth of learning; 

· Enhancing teachers’ professional knowledge in choosing materials and making curriculum adaptations to cater for diverse learning needs.
· Providing opportunities for students to learn independently by using e-learning resources and introducing self-directed learning strategies.
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
