LPF Listening Exemplar
A Kitten’s Home

Task Description
In this listening activity, students listened to a story about a poor kitten searching for a

home. They then responded to questions related to the story.

Preparation

Before the listening activity, the teacher activated students’ own experience of keeping a
pet. The teacher also guided students to predict the setting and characters of the story by
asking the following questions:

— Do you keep a pet at home? What is it?

— Where does your pet sleep?

— What does your pet like to eat?

— Can you guess who the kitten will meet in the story?

— Do you think the kitten can find a home at the end of the story?
