
LPF Listening Exemplar 
 
The Surprise Visitor 
 
 
Task Description  
In this listening activity, students listened to a conversation between Sarah and Jamie on a 

winter afternoon. They then responded to the related questions. 

 
Preparation  
Before the listening activity, students read a text which provided them with information 
about the setting and the characters of the conversation. Based on the input provided in the 
reading part, the teacher guided them to predict the likely development of the conversation 
by asking the following questions:  
− What do you think Jamie is doing?  
− Why doesn’t Jamie want any dinner? 
− How does Jamie feel about Sarah?
