
LPF Writing Exemplar 
 
 
A Visit to a Zoo 
 
 
Task Description  
Students wrote their own ending to the story about Danny, the zookeeper. They expressed their ideas 
about what happened to Danny when he could not find the swan which laid a big egg with a gold coin 
inside every day. 

 
Preparation  
Before students wrote their own ending, they read the story about Danny, the zookeeper whose swan gave 
him a big egg with a gold coin inside every day. To help students generate creative ideas to write the 
ending, the teacher asked them the following questions: 
- What happened to the swan?   
- Could Danny find it?   
- How did Danny feel? Why?

 use some simple vocabulary related 

to the story, e.g. ‘fly’, ‘find’, 
‘unhappy’, ‘poor’, ‘money’, and 
spell the words correctly 

 
 use some simple adjectives to 

describe people and Danny’s 
feelings, e.g. ‘the poor people’, 
‘…he was very unhappy.’ 

 
 use some common punctuation 

marks and capitalisation accurately, 
e.g. full-stops at the end of 
sentences, capital letter for the 
proper noun ‘Danny’
