Things you need:

    a shopping bag         

    buttons                

    glue                   

    glitter                 


Things to do:

First, get an old shopping bag.


Next, glue the buttons    onto the bag

in a    heart    shape.


Lastly, decorate    the shopping bag with

some glitter.


	  Making a badge  
Things you need:

    a pair of scissors         

    a piece of cardboard     
    a safety pin             

    sticky tape              

    crayons                

Things to do:

First,   cut the cardboard   in

an   oval   shape.

Next,   draw a picture   on the

cardboard.

Then, colour the picture    with

crayons  .

After that, tape a safety pin   
on the back of the badge.

Lastly, pin the badge   to your shirt.

Things you need:
    a piece of cardboard       

    crayons                  

    glue                     

Things to do:

First, draw some hearts    on the

cardboard.

Next, colour the hearts    with

crayons.

Then, fold the cardboard    into

a zigzag shape.


Lastly, glue   the end of the cardboard

together.
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
