Media and Information Literacy Video Series - Lesson Plan (6)

Topic: Responding to New Media 

Target: Upper Primary to Junior Secondary

Learning Objectives: After completing this lesson, students are able to:

1. understand the applications and challenges of new media and artificial intelligence (AI)
2. master the skills for using information and communication technology and AI ethically
3. utilise the right of dissemination effectively

Time: 35 minutes

Teaching Procedures

I. Pre-class Preparation

1. Watch “MIL Video (6): Responding to New Media” 
2.  Complete the pre-class exercise "Thinking About AI" (See Student Notes) 
    
Suggested answers: Agree – 1, 2, 7, 10, 11, 12. Disagree – 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 9.

(These statements aim to inspire students to think about the impact of AI technology on individuals and society.)

II. Classroom Teaching
1.  Understanding the Applications and Challenges of New Media and AI (10 minutes)

a.  The teacher asks students to share their pre-class results and complete questions 1-5 on the video (6) worksheet to gauge their understanding and attitudes towards new media. (Answers can be found in the teacher's version of the worksheet.)

b.  Group Discussion and Sharing:
The class is divided into two groups, one discussing the applications and benefits of AI, and the other exploring the challenges posed by AI. Each group shares its discussion outcomes with the whole class.

The teacher summarises the students’ discussion outcomes, explaining that while AI provides convenience in life, it also brings revolutionary changes to personal learning and future work. AI fosters new developments in healthcare and scientific research but also presents concerning challenges for society. The teacher emphasises the need for students to understand the characteristics of new media and AI, highlighting that many new technologies are "double-edged sword" that must be used ethically. (See Teacher Reference Material 1)

2.  Effective Use of New Media and AI (20 minutes)
Produce a booklet on "Practical Guide to Use New Media and AI": The class is divided into several groups to study the following topics and develop usage strategies. The teacher introduces various topics and related websites, guiding students to select appropriate information and organise their findings. (See Student Notes)

a. Online Shopping
List "Dos" and "Don'ts" along with smart consumer tips, and outline relevant precautions regarding live-stream promotional sales by online influencers, online recommendations, and online financial transactions.

b. Identifying Mobile Information and Deepfakes
Suggest "Dos" (e.g., fact-check) and "Don'ts" (e.g., blindly trust and casually share) when receiving and sharing information, and share tips for fact-checking.

c. Application of Chatbots in Learning
Recommend how to use chatbots to enhance learning (Do's) and how to avoid over-reliance on AI (Don'ts).

d. Applications of Generative AI
Outline the "Dos" and "Don'ts" when using generative AI tools, share the impacts of creating generative AI content (e.g., environmental and cultural aspects), and warn against improper uses (e.g., spreading rumours, cyberbullying, privacy invasion, creating harmful content).


e. [bookmark: _Hlk205991215]Online Creation
Suggest the "Dos" and "Don'ts" for online creation, along with information on respecting copyright (e.g., when using AI for article writing, image production, and music creation, it should be marked to show AI's involvement in the creation process).
 
III. Summary and Learning Consolidation (5 minutes)

1.  The teacher reminds students to understand the limitations of new media and AI while enjoying their benefits. They should cultivate independent thinking and a sense of responsibility to use new media and AI effectively while avoiding over-reliance, so as to become smart users of AI tools in the new era. 
2. Homework 1: Create a booklet on "Practical Guide to Use New Media and AI" to display learning outcomes (e.g., share on interactive learning platform).
3.  Homework 2: Complete the discussion questions on the video (6) worksheet, reflecting on how to apply new media.

a. Online shopping
"Dos": Choose reliable shopping platforms, use secure payment methods, read product information carefully, pay attention to return policies, keep transaction records, set strong passwords and change them regularly, enable two-factor authentication.
"Don'ts": Do not trust excessively low prices, avoid ordering on unofficial websites or unknown links, do not disclose personal information casually, do not click on links in suspicious emails or messages, and do not ignore online security risks.

c. Application of Chatbots in Learning
“Dos”: Ask clear questions, use as a learning aid, learn different languages, practice problem-solving, request assistance in creating study plans or effective time management suggestions, simulate interviews or discussions, personalise learning, check grammar and receive writing suggestions

“Don'ts”: Rely on chatbots completely, plagiarise answers, fail to verify content, ask vague questions, use overly complex commands, ignore privacy and security concerns.

Applications of AI: Healthcare (online consultations), education (online learning), translation, news, entertainment, writing, artistic creation, research, humanoid robots, digital agents, low-altitude economy, business, agriculture, transportation (autonomous driving)

Challenges of AI: spreading false information, using deepfakes for fraud, abusing generative AI, commercial considerations in algorithm recommendations, misleading due to algorithm biases, copyright infringement, cheating, excessive surveillance on infringing privacy, replacing traditional jobs
