The course aims to: (a) enhance the competency of Mathematics Education KLA
teachers to teach in English; (b) help mathematics teachers develop a critical
awareness and understanding of the issues of the medium of instruction (MOI) in
the context of the mathematics curriculum in Hong Kong; and (c) build up teachers
capability to enable students to learn mathematics and join the mathematics
community using English. The course will help participants achieve the following
objectives: (i) enhancing their understanding of the role of English language genres
in the learning of mathematics; (ii) developing strategies and pedagogies for
enhancing effective learning and teaching of mathematics using English as the
medium of instruction (EMI); (iii) understanding and developing strategies and
differentiated resources for addressing learner diversity in the learning of
mathematics using EMI; and (iv) designing, developing and practising learning and
teaching tasks and instructional materials for teaching mathematics in EMI to
support students' learning of both the subject content/skills and the subject
language.
