In other words, if a certain cohort of a school participated in the Secondary School Places Allocation System with the allocation class size
of 32, and the approved number of classes for that cohort in the 2025/26 school year is 5, the cohort will be shown as “With Limited Vacancies” if the vacancies are fewer than 16.]
