Harmonious School Photo Contest

Teacher’s Guide
1. During morning / afternoon assembly, the responsible teacher will announce the details of the Harmonious School Photo Contest.

2. Class teacher encourages students’ participation in the contest on individual basis.

3. Student will glue the photo to an A3-size paper.  There is no restriction in the colour of paper, but the background and the caption have to be added to make a poster.

4. The photo and poster must be relevant to the theme.  Participants can capture their happy memories at school with their classmates or teachers, with concise and interesting description in words. (There is no limit to the number of words, for instance, it can be slogans or encouraging short phrases.)
5. Class teacher will collect the entries and select the best three (see para. 7 for prizes) to be handed to the group of judges comprising of the Principal, teachers and/or parents to go through the 2nd round selection.
6. Criteria for selection:

a) relevancy to the theme

b) the shooting effects, the composition and dynamics of the photo, 
c) description relevant to the photo

d) overall design of the poster
