5. Class teacher collects all entries and selects the best three to be handed to the judging panel for a second round selection.  The panel is comprised of the Principal, teachers and / or parents.
6. Criteria for selection : 
· relevancy to the theme;
· text used must be concise, and the message must be interesting; and 
· overall design of the poster
