In the firet part, major key and waltz-like rhythme represent the happiness of the
couple. The second part features the use of a minor key and accented chords,
portraying the lover's quarrels and their splitting up.

The third part in adagio expresses the self-reflection of
the girl. Following an accelerando passage, the girl reminisces all the eweetness and
bitterness with her lover and deeply repents the parting. The work ende with the violin
playing loudly at high register, symbolising her determination to step forward for a
better self and cherish the beloved ones.
