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Foreword

“GalaMusica” has for many years accompanied the growth of young musicians
in Hong Kong, and also reflected the ongoing innovation and optimisation of
school music education. Over the past years, through the concerted efforts of the
Arts Education Section of the Curriculum Development Institute of the Education
Bureau and school colleagues, we have continued to make progress in curriculum
development, learning and teaching resources, teacher professional development
and student performance platforms, providing students with more diversified
and in-depth learning and performance opportunities, enabling them to shine on
different stages.

“GalaMusica-School Creative Works 2026 features original music paired
with multimedia presentations, and includes two categories: “Electronic Music
and Authentic Musical Instruments” and “Authentic Musical Instruments”. It
encourages students to make use of tablet computers and music applications, in
combination with live performance, so that digital tools can support authentic
music creation and expression. This model, which connects physical and digital
modes of creation, enables students to explore timbral layers and musical
structures, while at the same time responding to recent developments in the
classroom that promote “digital empowerment” and “smart learning”.

Many world-renowned musicians first started out on small stages in schools or
local communities. Beethoven’s perseverance in composition despite adversity
reminds us that every rehearsal and every performance, regardless of scale, is
an important process in cultivating resilience and artistic accomplishment. For
students, taking part in the rehearsals and performances of “GalaMusica” is
not only a showcase of their skills, but also a valuable experience in learning
to collaborate with peers, stay focused under pressure and express themselves
confidently to an audience, while the recordings and subsequent replays help them
reflect and grow.

Local composers and industry partners have always been a vital force in nurturing
young musical talent. Over the years, the Education Bureau has maintained close
collaboration with the Hong Kong Composers’ Guild, co-organising school music

composition activities to provide teachers and students with a platform to present




their original works, and inviting professional composers to serve as adjudicators
and mentors, helping students transform classroom inspiration into pieces that
can be performed on stage. At the same time, we extend our sincere gratitude to
the Composers and Authors Society of Hong Kong (CASH) for its professional
support and sponsorship, which enables the school sector to make good use of a
diverse range of repertoire while respecting intellectual property rights, thereby
enriching students’ learning and performance experiences.

Here, we express our heartfelt thanks to principals, music teachers and front-line
educators who have been steadfast supporters of school music education.

The Mysterious Football Match, a captivating musical narrative, unfolds the story
of students engulfed in the joy of a football game. The lively 4/4 tempo captures the
excitement and camaraderie of the players as they engage in spirited competition.
However, the atmosphere shifts dramatically with the onset of a thunderstorm. The music
transits into a minor key, evoking feelings of fear and uncertainty as the lightning disrupts

the match, transforming the students into aliens.

Throughout the piece, mallets and bells produce ethereal sounds, representing the dreamy,
otherworldly presence of the aliens. This sonic transformation immerses the audience in
a surreal experience, contrasting sharply with the earlier lively themes. The haunting flute
motif re-emerges, symbolising the solitary struggle of the last remaining human football
player. The poignant flute solo in the final section highlights her loneliness and despair,
capturing her sense of helplessness as she navigates a world now devoid of companions.
This innovative composition explores themes of community, transformation, and isolation

through its dynamic musical landscape.

The composition was created a few years ago. From just a test project to develop core
compositional skills, it ended up becoming one of my most polished compositions up to

this point.

The piano spans the entire five minutes with other auxiliary instruments like drums, strings,
and electric piano to add flare or to amplify. Additionally, the tone of the composition
features gradual and abrupt changes, which are especially apparent at the climax. Rather
than being just a vibrant piece, it also gave me a lot of valuable experience and allowed me

to discover new structures.

The piece is also heavily influenced by original and non-recurring themes, with hardly any
repeating melodies at all. It offers a small window into my self-reflection during this period

of time.

In conclusion, the composition sounds quite pleasant and holds a plentiful amount of

history for me.
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The Echoing Atlas of the Forgotten Library Op.2

Po Leung Kuk Laws Foundation College

This work portraits two explorers (represented by 2 violins) exploring an abandoned
library on a remote planet. The piano builds up the atmosphere with an eerie motif built on
the notes D, B, B-flat, and B. The bass clarinet and the violins reinforced a vast and fragile
space by doubling the lower register, playing harmonics and su/ tasto respectively.

Violin I plays a lyrical line which is echoed by Violin II from the beginning, representing
echoes being heard in a large hall. The canon-like imitation between the violins represents
the explorers’ interactions on their discoveries throughout the journey. A sudden mood
shift occurs at bar 20, when a diminished scale and a cluster chord appear, representing a
sudden appearance of a massive statue of the God Atlas, terrifying the explorers.

The explorers then enter a parallel, altered realm where an inverted motif (Ff—A-A#—A)
and an uneasy bass-clarinet melody accompany their search for an exit. Piano semiquavers
lead into a magical, space-like tunnel; triplets convey wonder as they drift through the
dimension.

At the tunnel’s end they return to the library, agree to leave it untouched, and depart with
audible pizzicato—yet whether they truly returned remains an open question.
