Provision of the Non-recurrent Grant for Supporting Non-Chinese Speaking Students
to learn Chinese History and Culture

Summary

This circular memorandum sets out the details about the disbursement of the non-
recurrent grant for supporting non-Chinese speaking (NCS) students to learn Chinese history
and culture (the grant) to secondary schools (including special schools) with junior secondary
NCS students admitted.

Background

2. In the 2017 Policy Address, the Chief Executive announced the implementation of
Chinese History as an independent compulsory subject at junior secondary level in the 2018/19
school year, with a view to enabling students to learn Chinese history and culture in a
systematic manner. The curriculum also enables NCS students to learn Chinese history and
culture, which is conducive to their integration into mainstream society. The Education Bureau
(EDB) understands that junior secondary NCS students may encounter difficulties when
studying Chinese History due to language barriers and cultural differences. Therefore, the
Curriculum Development Council has set up the Ad Hoc Committee on Supporting Non-
Chinese Speaking Students Learning Chinese History and Chinese Culture (Ad Hoc
Committee) in 2017/18 school year to provide recommendations on learning and teaching
strategies, curriculum adaptation and other teaching measures. In the 2018 Policy Address, the
Chief Executive further advised the Government to provide funding to secondary schools
admitting junior secondary NCS students to support their learning of Chinese History using the

Chinese language.
